Next Grid Task Team telecon :  Thursday August 12 at 13:00 GMT (9am EDT)

1. Grid session at EOGEO Workshop – Allan – Luigi Fusco will write up recommendations for research topics for Earth Science grids – targeted audience for writeup is NSF and EC.  Want to get the EO community visible to EC and NSF.  Could affect future funding for Grid application projects.
2. GGF – Craig Lee – want to start an application user group for EO applications, similar to that already started for high energy physics, astronomy, etc.  This GGF user group could provide a window into users for the grid software developers.   Could charter a EO Research group within GGF.  This is a good topic to discuss at the Beijing Grid session.  

3. Beijing meeting – Ms. Zhang Lin – please register for the meeting via the website.  If you give your full name, nationality, passport number, fax number, and meeting address, she will fax an official invitation letter to you.  This will be helpful in obtaining a VISA.  Need to go to Chinese embassy with invitation letter, passport, VISA pictures, and application form.  Takes about a week to get a VISA.  You will get a one month VISA.  For tourist VISAs to China, don’t need an invitation letter.  

4. Loss of NASA funding for Ames Grid work  -- IPG is basically shut down and its former staff no longer funded for IPG work.  We have lost the support of Judith Utley & team!  Judith’s help and guidance has been invaluable.  Ames does have funding for a supercomputer.  May make sense to put together a presentation to make a case for support for EO Grid Applications through the new Ames Supercomputer program to present to the new HQ staff when they get appointed in August or Sept.  Gail will lead this effort.  Everyone else with some info (Craig, Sara Graves/Helen, …) please send her any info that would be relevant.  Makes sense to start thinking about this sometime in late August.  Will get together a small team to work with Gail on this presentation packet.  There’s some concern about if NASA’s funding cut would affect GGF open source software development efforts.  Yonsook sent email to Ewa Deelman asking her opinion – after telecon, Ewa sent email saying that the GGF open source software development projects should not be heavily impacted at first glance since there are multiple organizational sponsors for the efforts.

5. EO Use Cases  - Yonsook, Allan, and Ananth will be scheduling bi-lateral telecons with several Grid Application projects to document the use cases associated with the applications.  This will be valuable input for the Workflow Tiger Team.

6. Final MCS Evaluation – Archie Warnock – final MCS evaluation that contains inputs from GMU/Aijun and several other comments is completed.  The evaluation contains an assessment of the general catalog implementation/performance issues as well as an assessment of the spatial search capabilities.  Archie has sent the final eval to Ewa Deelman and Gurmeet Singh.  Archie will follow up in email with their response to our evaluation.

7. Application Project Status

· USGS – Stu – not much change.  Looking at RLS.  No partner yet.  Will give a report at the Sept WGISS meeting but no demo

· NOMADS – Glenn – Dave Clark will give NOMADS report in Beijing.  NCDC NOMADS has been requested to collaborate with the NOAA Forecast Systems Lab (FSL), and the Geophysical Fluid Dynamics Lab (GFDL) to develop and demonstrate a grid technology pilot.  NOMADS wants to explore either a Earth Systems Grid (ESG), or CEOS-Grid activity based upon agreements reached between these NOAA Centers.  Guidance is requested from the CEOS-Grid community as to whether CEOS-Grid and SG would be interoperable at some or all levels since GFDL is currently partnering with LLNL and NCAR on an International Climate Model access partnership under the ESG.  This new NOAA activity will likely be lead by FSL.  NCDC (the Director) has requested an advancement of grid efforts within  the Center based upon the FSL collaboration.  NOMADS is leading this expanded role for the Center.   One or two new team members will work to advance gird technologies within the scope of CEOS-Grid or arrangements reached under the new FSL-GFDL-NCDC effort.  Under this expanded activity is a NOMADS application that could include the ESML OPeNDAP Radar Level-II server established at NCDC working with UAH, for Internet access, and potentially for OPeNDAP-G when available.

· GMU – Aijun –

a. OGC Catalog Service for Web - We finished the design of combining OGC CSW information model with ISO dataset and service metadata, and almost completed implement of it. Now we are using the newest OGC CSW 2.0 "ISO19115/ISO19119 Application Profile for CSW 2.0" to modify our catalog service information model to adapt to this new standard.

b. We discussed with Ames and have almost decided the first steps for integrating the OGC Web Services with the Grid technologies (Ca authority, secure copy and job execution among the Virtual Organization).  We plan to use the Globus CoG Java toolkit.

c. We will keep tracking the Globus WSRF and 4.0, and will install it for our Grid projects.

d. Workflow development in Geobrain: Implemented a simple interface for producing the logical workflow by user.  Implemented Web Image Classification Service(WICS), Web Coordinate Transformation Service (WCTS), including the WCS, WMS and CSW as the basic services for using in workflow.
e. Are programming our own BPEL engine to execute the workflow in BPEL format.

· JAXA – Kengo – JAXA starting to explore Grid technologies in Jan 2004.  Looking at how to use Grid technologies for operational systems.  Installed an SRB and testing it.
