Removing Current Metadata from the Operational System
LP DAAC is willing to have its data cleaned out.
NSIDC is also interested, as well as LaRC.
Decision:  Will remove NSIDC and LP DAAC data.

The ECHO dba will perform this.

Transition to ECHO 5.0

Tuesday evening, from 4:30 to 9 the system will be offline because of GSFC network configuration activities.

New Features Discussion
Based on 19 items submitted by LP DAAC – focus on access control

1. Capability to restrict subsets of data collections by acquisition date/time 

2. Capability to restrict subsets of data collections by DAAC insert date/time

3. Capability to restrict subsets of data collections by production date/time 

4. Capability to restrict subsets of data collections by spatial region 5. Capability to evaluate restriction rules using "AND" evaluations 

6. Capability to create a restriction on a nonexistent ECHO collection. 7. Capability to automatically create a restriction upon ECHO ingest of a new collection. 

8. Capability to export ACL between modes (TS1 to OPS) en masse 

9. Capability allowing each DAAC to determine on a DataType basis whether restricted/hidden granules are to be displayed to ECHO clients. 10. Capability for users (ECHO clients) to automatically reset their passwords when they have forgotten them.  (This capability would eliminate the creation of unnecessary userids just because a password had been forgotten.)

11.   Capability to print reports from ECHO listing:

      a.    Groups

      b.    Group members

12.   Capability to print Access Control Lists (ACL) reports by data type

13.   Capability to specify multiple groups when generating a rule

14.   Capability to specify multiple collections when generating a rule.

15.   Capability to control which Product Specific Attributes (PSA) are

searchable through ECHO.

16.   Capability to register ECHO users en masse by inputting information

from a file.

17.   Capability to change text for ECHO returns in response to access

restrictions.

18.   Interoperability of country codes vs. full spelling of country names.

19.   Support sending, in the search result for L7 international ground

station (IGS) data,  the IGS web site link.

Discussion notes:

NSIDC:  Items 1,2, 3  are important based on data hiding ticket

ASF needs acquisition time  (Item 1)
Insert date is first priority for EDC.  (Item 2)
LaRC:  #2 is important

GSFC needs #1 and #4 (spatial).

What is the immediacy of need?

1 and 2 are needed in the 5.0 timeframe.

Action:  Take this recommendation to ECHO CCB to discuss potential for releasing a patch to 5.0 (done after 5.0 is transitioned to operations)
#4:  Spatial limitations are really spatial and temporal based on acquisition date.  

Restrict by spatial/temporal applies to both metadata and orders

Spatial restriction not critical (in terms of a software approach) since deletes can be done in other ways.

#6&7: Ability to keep the world from seeing the collection immediately
This is deemed as a much lower priority—ops agreements with data providers for ingest schedules should handle this.

#8: Considered a “good idea”.
#9: Ability to not have some data exposed at all.
Other comments:  NSIDC says #8 will help, as well as #13 and #14, in terms of getting DAAC participation in making things visible.  Could speed up process of getting data into system, with easier data management.
#11 could be useful (Keith Wichmann comment)

#12 is also very useful for DAACs .

Additional suggestion submitted:  Ross Swick expressed desire for inventory search by collection short name.
