From Washington DC/Richmond/Williamsburg/Newport News Area

Take Interstate 95 south to the Richmond beltway 295. 

From 295 take Interstate 64 east.   

Take I-64 East to Exit 261B, Hampton Roads Center Parkway, NASA Exit; 

 Proceed to the end of the Parkway (approximately 1.8 miles), moving into the left lane; 

 Turn left onto Armistead Avenue towards NASA/Langley Air Force Base; 

 Go past the Langley Air Force Base West Gate (approximately 1.2 miles), and move into the right lane; 

 Exit off Armistead Avenue to the right onto Commander Shepard Blvd. and this will take you straight into the NASA Main Gate.  See below.

From Norfolk Area

Take I-64 West through the Hampton Roads Bridge Tunnel; 

Remain on I-64 West to Exit 262B, Magruder Blvd.; 

Remain on Magruder Blvd. through three (3) traffic lights, moving into the right lane; 

Exit off Magruder Blvd. onto Commander Shepard Blvd. (Route 172 North, marked "NASA") (approximately 1 mile from last traffic light, and before the overpass); 

Remain on Commander Shepard Blvd. through the traffic light (approximately 1.2 miles), and you will be at the NASA Main Gate.  See below.

From the Holiday Inn

Take Coliseum Dr. North and make a right onto Hampton Roads Center Parkway.  

Turn Left onto VA-134 N/N Armistead Ave

Exit off Armistead Avenue to the right onto Commander Shepard Blvd. and this will take you straight into the NASA Main Gate.  See below.

From the Main Gate

Everyone must stop at the Main Gate.   You will need to go into the building at the Gate to get your visitor’s badge.  Please bring a picture ID.   Once you have your badge, proceed through the Gate.  You will stay on the main road through the Center (Langley Blvd) until you pass 4 large round looking balls on the right.  Both maps show the location of these balls.  Then you will make a left turn onto S. Wright Street.  The workshop will be held in Building 1192C (marked in pink on the aerial map), which will be on your right.  You should park in the parking lot on your left that is next to Building 1220.  The workshop will be held in Room 102, which will be on your left when you enter the building.
