BMGT Issues

LARC has submitted a trouble ticket to address a problem with MOPPITT granules.

Status of NCR 37818? (per NSIDC).:  

ECS response:  This NCR needs a change to the stored procedure for batch process of deleted granules instead of processing all of them at the same time from the single query.  This option is being worked out for improving BMGT  in case of deletes.  We hope to get a better picture about this by mid next week.

ECHO Operations
ECHO Status (ECHO Scout)
Received feedback from LP DAAC.  ECHO Scout will be modified to include the actual time of the event in the body of the email.  The last known time of successful access will also be included.
Quarterly Ingest Report
A draft of the report is available off the Documentation page of the ECHO web site (eos.nasa.gov/echo).   This report shows projections for the completion of historical metadata loading and for forward processing of metadata.  
DAACS are requested to examine this quarterly report and provide feedback to Jackie Kendall (ECHO Operations) on these projections.    Are they reasonable?

Ingest Processing
Forward processing of NSIDC metadata on a routine basis:   This processing has begun but there is a lag at the present time.  The goal is to process 100% of the provider-delivered data on the day that it is delivered.
Reprocessing and effect on ingest:     Ops has no information on the projected extent of DAAC re-processing.   Please send any re-processing plans/information to ECHO Ops.

ECHO Development issues

There has been no feedback on the request to client developers to comment on whether API changes as part of ECHO 6.0 (to address data model review recommendations) be made backward compatible to minimize impact on clients.   If the changes are made backward compatible,  the complexity of the API will increase.  

A data model review item being implemented in 6.0 is the support for a granule’s center lat and lon.    Should these fields be “required” or “optional” in the DTD?.       During the telecon, and in subsequent emails,   all providers (LP, GSFC, LARC, NSIDC, and ASF)  answered that the fields should be “optional” . 
Miscellaneous  technical issues

Ingest log file emails:    More information is needed in the emails so that the nature of the ingest failure(s) can be identified more easily.   GSFC expressed a desire to have this issue addressed in the near-term, e.g. before 7.0;  ECHO Development stated that it is highly doubtful that this timeframe is feasible.   
Reconciliation Tool performance issues (as noted by NSIDC in a trouble ticket):  

· It was noted that tool performance improves after ECHO is taken down and brought up, with that performance then degrading with time.

· ECHO Development and Operations are beginning to systematically observe and analyze ECHO database performance as a contributor to the reconciliation tool performance issue.
· NSIDC suggested that as part of this evaluation,   the reconciliation tool be run in a planned test with concurrent observation of the ECHO database.
