ECHO 5.5 Ingest

DTD changes for ECHO 5.5 will impact data providers.

Changes in BMGT collection DTD will be needed.

DTD impact on metadata

· Ops assessment done for GSFC, ASF, ORNL.   Impact on other providers being assessed.

· Ops will send summary of issues to providers

Goals:

· Catch up on forward processing for LP and GSFC

· Complete ASF historical load

· Get NSIDC and LARC into operations

· Then, start working on ingesting the accumulated browse

ECHO 5.5 Transition to Operations
A technical issue found during final 5.5 acceptance testing is being examined.   Until this problem can be resolved,  5.5 becoming operational cannot be done.    At this point, we are looking at later next week for operational deployment.
ECHO 7.0 Final Requirements and Development

Mark Nestler will send out the final work list for ECHO 7.0.    Instead of a 7.0/7.1 release,  we will be having a single 7.0 release (target operational date is late Feb 05).  A requirements review for 8.0 will be in September 04.

Other Miscellaneous Items

PUMP:   For the 5.5 release of ECHO,  providers should download the “5.5” version of PUMP
Update of ECHO tickets in the DDTS system:  Jackie Kendall will begin to close ECHO issues that  1) aren’t repeatable,  2) that have been confirmed (via provider feedback) as no longer an issue, or 3) have been overcome by later ECHO releases and are no longer issues.

Support for Proxies and adaptors:   Ross Swick reminded everyone that it still needs to be determined who will have responsibility for writing proxies (such as for backtrack) and adaptors.   For the proxy needed to support backtrack,  ECHO operations will take a look at writing it after the 5.5 transition is complete.

Use of secure copy:   Keith Wichmann noted that ECS is using secure copy to push from their subscription server.     Should ECHO use secure copy?

Quality/Clarity of notifications sent from ECHO:    LP DAAC noted that many of the notifications sent from ECHO are rather cryptic.    LP will send ECHO Ops (Jackie Kendall) and ECHO Dev (Mark Nestler) some examples of these messages.
