For disk space planning purposes,  Keith Wichmann asked if every granule in a collection will eventually have an associated browse.     The interest is in browse associated with those collections destined for ECHO.

Client Identifier

Note that ECHO 5.5 will require clients to pass a “client identifier” for orders to be submitted.

Mark Nestler will send out information on how to pass this identifier.

No registration is needed to invoke this function.   There are no guidelines for what a client can call itself (but conciseness is recommended).  It will be useful if ECHO Ops is informed of what a client will call itself.
