ECHO 5.5 Transition
Final acceptance tests were being completed.    It was expected that 5.5 would go operational during the morning of Friday, 7/2.

“Inspect” Function 

· A 5.5 feature that is expected to be used in combination with CRT for granule reconciliation

· LP DAAC (Tammy Rockvam) is working on a new version of CRT that uses the inspect function

· “Inspect” returns results to users in one of three ways:  via the api (“inline”),  via email, or via FTP.    FTP is a “pull”, with an email containing a URL sent to the user.

· For api or email delivery,  ECHO has a configurable limit on the maximum number of granules that can be returned in the inspect results:   1,000,000 granules

· The use of this function is described in the ECHO 5.5 User’s Guide

“Inspect” Function: Email delivery

In 5.5 acceptance tests, it was observed that the local GST corporate email virus checkers intercepted the email sent by “Inspect” because the email attachment was too large.     Users should keep this in mind when using Inspect with email and consult with their local site IT administrators.

“Inspect” Function: FTP

How long should inspect results staged for FTP be kept in the system directories?
- Providers suggested that 72 hours would suffice for these results to remain online (to provide for weekends and holidays)
Client Identifier in ECHO 5.5
Question:   How many characters are reserved for the client identifier?

Question:  Who to contact regarding the client identifier?

Answer:   As was noted last week,  there is no formal “registration” process for client identifier.  There are also no criteria for the identifier you choose to use.  However,   ECHO Ops would like to be kept informed of the identifier chosen for your particular client.     ECHO Ops (Jackie Kendall) is the point of contact here.
