ECHO 6.0 Status Update

ECHO 6.0 continues to undergo internal testing.    Development goal is to get 6.0 to the external test group during the end of the week of July 19.    Operational deployment is projected now to be late November – early December.
SIMECC Client Update

ECHO Operations is working with LP DAAC to use the SIMECC client for LP DAAC order testing.   Once LP DAAC has completed their order tests (along with correction of flaws, if any, in SIMECC), then other DAACs could use SIMECC for their own order testing.

WIST Client Update
Two releases of WIST are planned leading up to final operational deployment.  Each release of WIST will interact with specific features to be released in ECHO 7.0 and 8.0.

WIST integrated with ECHO 7.0:     mid December 2004

WIST integrated with ECHO 8.0:     late May 2005

WIST deployed for operational use:   late August 2005

Users should keep this in mind when using Inspect with email and consult with their local site IT administrators.

Browse Reconciliation

The ECHO 5.5 Inspect functions currently will not provide all of the info needed for Browse metadata reconciliations. This means that the options for the ECS DAACs are a modified CRT or ECHO Ops generating routine database "dump" files to support browse reconciliation. 

Two levels of reconciliation for browse:

· Confirm all binary files that are referenced are available (and clean up browse binary that aren’t referenced)

· Verify that binary images in the catalogue are on the browse server and are accessible

Additional provider reconciliation:   Is all of my browse in ECHO?  (Every granule that should have a browse does have a browse)
