Additional provider reconciliation:   Is all of my browse in ECHO?  (Every granule that should have a browse does have a browse)

Ingest Reconciliation

LP DAAC reconciliation of browse

· 5 unsuccessful attempts with a 700,000 granule collection;  CRT chunking set to 2000

· CRT chunking reduced to 1000:   600,000 granules reconciled in 6 hours with 90,000 showing discrepancies

· Can’t use inspect function for browse because inspect uses last update date rather than acquisition date

Granule reconciliation

· 47,000 granules took 21 minutes with the old CRT

· 357,000 granules took 3 ¼ hours with old CRT

· CRT with inspect:   47,000 granules took 6 minutes

· CRT with inspect:  357,000 granules took 24 minutes

Summary:  Inspect function runs well for granule reconciliation.   LP is evaluating if the quality of the reconciliation is same/better/worse than before 

Adapters, Proxys, etc

It was agreed that the documentation of the various client tools available for client developers (e.g Perl SOAP proxy) should have upgraded documentation since client developers are now using those tools regularly.

Upcoming telecons (TDB) should include discussions on “adapters” and “Proxys” to ensure all understand what they are and what they are used for.      Topics in these discussions would address function,  vocabulary/terminology, and generation/creation.
