With the new card in place we were able to have our Oracle backup disk mounted locally, instead of NSF mounted.  With the local disk the Oracle backups are running significantly faster.

Downtime on the test system will occur during the week of August 16th to move one of the test machines behind the BigIP.  Downtime will last approximately 30 minutes.  An echo-status email will be sent once a date has been selected.
