Keith Wichmann noted there are various levels of “how much email” is sent.  For example, “verbose” is one of these levels.   It can be set in UserPreferences, or in the “create” function of the order entry service.

Other Items

WIST:  It was suggested that a mechanism for prioritizing WIST changes/enhancements be developed.

ECHO Operations

Data providers were asked to send a list of ECHO IP addresses that are currently allowed through the various firewalls.    This will allow for more efficient response from ECHO ops, and minimize impact on ECHO availability if/when ECHO network changes are made that modify ECHO IP addresses.

Ingest:  Spatial information

There will be BMGT changes that include correct spatial information.  But until that change is made,  ECHO operations will handle including correct spatial information at the collection level.

Reprocessing and Ingest

-Reprocessing activities are possible starting in spring ’05 (9x on all MODIS data)

- Based on BMGT function,  reprocessed data would be mixed in with “regular” forward-processed data.  It could be hard to distinguish between the two modes of data.

· ECHO Ops is planning to implement automated means for handling forward-processed data, but in short-term these automated jobs would not be focused on reprocessed data.

There were divergent opinions about whether the volume of data that will be encountered during reprocessing activities would be a problem for ingest.
