BMGT
ECS reported after the telecon that there was no BMGT activity during the past week.
CRT
Performance:  NSIDC ran 3 simultaneous runs and got errors at midnight in all of them.  NSIDC is seeing “connection failures” for some runs (initial connection to ECHO failed)
LP DAAC seeing failures during the ECHO “present” function

ECHO Scout is now running the collection query that CRT runs for LPDAAC.

Next week:   A more powerful front end system will be deployed
Question: Will this fix all the problems.  In a word no, but future enhancements will get this.   We do believe that the new system will improve the connection/timeout problems currently being encountered.
The upcoming ECHO 5.5 “Inspect Dataset” function is a good candidate for use in reconciliation.    This function is being tested as part of the End-to-End testing.   Documentation for this function and how it can be used for reconciliation will be made available
Browse

There is a backlog of LP DAAC browse.    It was noted that LP can resume sending their browse, but it will not be processed right away.

ECHO 5.5 End-to-End Testing:
Finished with GSFC, NSIDC.  Everything has gone well so far.  

Publicly available data for use by client developers
After the DAAC managers meeting,  a perception has apparently developed that there needs to be a “sampling” of data on the operational ECHO system.   This generated the question, “How do we let users know that although these data are in Ops, it is not the entire DAAC holding and these samples should be considered test data?”

ESDIS needs to clarify this issue with DAAC managers.   There was confusion within the telecon on this apparent instruction to populate operations with “samples”.
The ETC (and ECHO Operations) believes that there should be a suite of providers on the partner test  system that would provides samples of available data that could be used for testing.    Developing clients would use these providers until the clients are ready for operational use.
