Currently working on: 

1. Work starting on changes for input list of granules.  
2. Missing corners problem (for ASTER)  is fixed, but delivery is TBD.  
3. New NCR from EDC -  BMGT running on same collection twice in one day can overwrite files - working on solution.  Fix probably will be in the same patch as the corner points fix.

Historical Data Ingest

ECS is ready to ship the LaRC files (tar’d in one big file) over to ECHO.   ECS will put the file on DLT.  

Data Model:  Streamlining

More questions:

How do we want to represent data in the clearinghouse?
How do we identify what attributes could be excluded from export?  Current thinking is that each collection could export different items.

Areas that would benefit from streamlining should be identified.

“Configurable” BMGT?

What about “non-ECS” providers?

The ETC believes that it is worthwhile to investigate the potential of streamlining the data model.
Action: Mark Nestler confer with Robin Pfister to determine who the right people are to engage in serious discussions about simplifying the data model.

MISR Ingest
BMGT sends browse cross reference.  Science data server will find all referenced browse files and include it in the distribution.

Backtrack/BMGT:

Question of whether conversion from PSAs to native 1st class citizen for ingest should be done by BMGT or by proxy.  This will be discussed offline.

ECHO 5.0 Transition Schedule

Schedule still looks on track..  5.0 will be available for testing around the 15th.  End of August we will have it open for operational use.  Providers can continue to send their metadata during that time.
