LARC can ask for a TE 

NCR 39344 – Invalid Spatial Data:   An ECHO 5.5 feature will help to address this problem.  But changes are also needed in BMGT DTD and in the processing code, which requires action from ECS.    ECHO Development has requested that ECS make the modifications available for testing by early May.

NSIDC noted that they have BMGT in their operations and are running tests.   BMGT performance is not good.   NSIDC has sent logs and jar files to ECS for analysis.
ECHO System Performance/CRT
New ECHO front end hardware was deployed early this week.  It is anticipated that this hardware will have a very positive effect on the timeouts/connections problems CRT has been experiencing.     ECHO Development is now pursuing installing similar more powerful hardware for the database server -  target timeline for deployment is middle of April.

NSIDC noted that in the last five runs of CRT, all completed with no problem and with some better performance as well.

ECHO Ops confirmed the functionality of the Inspect Dataset function (implemented in ECHO 5.5).   This function is targeted as an alternative, more efficient means for performing reconciliation.


- During ECHO 5.5 acceptance, ECHO Ops will run performance comparisons between the inspect dataset function and CRT.   These comparisons will be performed on the new database server hardware mentioned above.
ECHO Operations
As noted above with NCR 39344,  ECHO 5.5 combined with BMGT changes will address the ingest situation regarding invalid spatial data.     Jackie Kendall will work with providers to recover from the problem.

BulkURL:  ECHO Operations found two issues.   Those issues will be put into the NCR system.   It was noted that data pool ingest won’t be able to proceed until after these issues are resolved.

Browse:   New hardware is arriving, and once it is installed,  browse ingest will be able to move forward.

Operations Agreements

Make sure comments from DAAC management are sent to Beth Weinstein.

NSIDC comment:  A statement in the OA makes it sound like ECHO Ops considers reprocessed data as “different” from forward processed data.    It was noted that reprocessed and forward processed data will be commingled, and that reprocessed data won’t look “special”.    ECHO Ops responded that there is no intent to attempt to process reprocessed data differently.  All that ECHO Ops is requesting is that advance warning be given when it is known that reprocessed data will be coming.

Follow up on ESDIS comments to DAAC Managers

From last week, some confusion/concern was expressed after ESDIS gave the impression that providers should get their data into ECHO Operations, even if that data is just a “sampling”.

The ESDIS/ECHO Operations lead replied that a sampling of data is not required on the Ops system.    

It was decided that ESDIS management should clarify this issue with DAAC management. 
ECHO 7.0 Development:  Requirements Process

To begin to acquire and discuss potential requirements for ECHO 7.0,  for the next six weeks,  this telecon will focus on discussing requirements for various components of ECHO.    By the ECHO Operations workshop,  we hope to have a comprehensive list of discussed issues that can then be examined as a whole at the workshop.

ECHO Development and Operations will send out a list of issues currently on the books for each discussion item on the Monday before each telecon. In addition we will also distribute descriptions/lists of features coming in ECHO 5.5 and 6.0 to minimize the possibility of proposing a 7.0 requirement that has already been addressed in these releases.
Other actions/questions

ECHO operations will be reviewing provider order options to ensure proper options are configured before ECHO 5.5 goes into operations.

Request from LP DAAC User Services to have a list of ECHO clients under development (and datasets they will support).      ECHO Operations maintains such a list (dataset support might be unavailable now, however).      It was also noted that the ECHO Website also lists clients under development.
