BMGT/Historical Export
Have been looking at one NCR concerning collection temporal information

Langley historical data – MISR browse data has been more complicated… Still working on it.   ECS Science Office and LARC USO (Nancy Ritchie) have been collaborating
LP DAAC:  When ECHO is down, ftp will fail and must be resent manually.

GSFC installed BMGT.04 on DPS01 on Sun box in TS1—ran like a top.  When it ran against the OPS, it didn’t perform nearly as well.  Simultaneous runs didn’t really help.
Had problem with browse generation locking up at GSFC.

Access Control
Bob Lutz led a team to determine how to do access control based on quality flags.

Guy says that the OWG’s paper changes how we may want to handle access control on quality flags.

Answers to Questions posed:
· Upon ingest to ECHO, data is “open” by default.

· ECHO “Guest” users have access to only unrestricted data.  “Guest” is not a group.

· Limit on number/complexity of rules?   ECHO software doesn’t limit these, but there is a practical limit, e.g. system performance will be impacted by the number of rules

· Possible to establish rules for a data collection before metadata has been sent to ECHO?    No, not currently
· Possible to establish rules to restrict based on PSA?   No, not currently

· Possible to establish rules based on Science Quality Flag?    This will be addressed in ECHO release 6.0

· # local granule IDs in a rule?     One

· Does a Temporal rule refer to acquisition date or production date?    Production

· Use of wild cards to establish rules?   No, not currently,  however an “all” option can be used

Some desired functions discussed 

· Hiding collections automatically upon ingest

· Acquisition and Production date as basis of temporal.

· What gets returned when something is hidden?  How is it changing?

· Quality flag solution.

· Some way of minimizing rules through a wildcard?

Provider Submission of Problems/Bugs/Issues
Possible approach:   Have “problem submission” link off of the ECHO web site (eos.nasa.gov/echo) which would interact with the ECHO Development Group’s bugzilla bug/issue tracking system.  

Training
EDC feels confident that they want to focus on specific items, e.g. ACL, PUMP

Reconciliation:  More a workshop issue than a training item

Could use virtual training for the ones who already know ECHO
Need vocabulary online (“echo-speak”).
