Email report from ECS:

BulkURL issue:   NCR 38780 is ready with the fix but it has not been merged yet as its not high on the priority.  However we can merge this NCR by the end of next week. As for the other BMGT NCR with spatial elements for granules,  I looked at all the emails that were floating around and I need to talk to science office how we can resolve this.  We'll start working on this NCR starting next week.

ECS provided ECHO with proposed changes to the BMGT  DTD.  ECHO development are examining the changes for impact to ECHO.

Email lists are being slimmed down

CRT Performance
LP DAAC noted that it takes 14 minutes to reconcile a collection with 26,000 granules. It would take LPDAAC 40 hours to reconcile all of their data with current best performance (which would include no performance variability).

NSIDC noted that they have not been able to run reconciliation this past week.

What are the DAACs expectations in using CRT?

-GSFC uses weekly dump reports for their reconciliation process, rather than using CRT.  


-LARC would like to have all of the metadata checked, and will want to reconcile on a daily basis.  What about statistically significant spot checking?

Experiment with lowering the “chunk size” being used by CRT did not show any improvements in performance 

ECHO is handling a number of simultaneous requests, particularly subscriptions, and ECHO development noted  a large system impact being seen.  ECHO ops will stop the subscription and we will evaluate the impact on CRT, particularly in terms of the extreme variability in system performance being seen. 

ECHO Development Status
Release 5.5:  Approximately  late May for completion of transition to operations.
Release 6.0:  External test beginning of April, operational in the late Summer.

Release 6.0 will support  the full country name in orders.

Release 7.0 requirements reviews and analyses in March.

EDG-E: March through June, develop designs and ECHO requirements for EDG-E operational status;  no code development through June.
