ECHO Technical Discussion  10/16/03
BMGT Update

BMGT Patch 6A08_01 going out next week.  Patch addressed following NCRs:
· NCR ID: ECSed38147     BMGT was unable to use multiple ESDT groups during LP DAAC 24Hr run
· NCR ID  ECSed38178     BMGT Collection pricing not included in collection XML file.

· NCR ID: ECSed38324     BMGT GroupId not populated on Ingest.

· NCR ID  ECSed38290     Multiple files can be FTPd by BulkURL when FTP error occurs.

· NCR ID  ECSec38352     BMGT Configuration Parameters missing in 6A08.

Other issue:  BulkURL utility is not outputting the XML header information needed. 

This issue became a discussion on the submission of trouble tickets to ECS.   NSIDC recommended that the ECHO Ops group should be able to send ECS-related trouble tickets (like the one needed with BulkURL) to the ECS Trouble Ticket system, since it is the ECHO Ops group, and not the DAAC staffs, that will probably have to interact with ECS developers.   In the meantime, for this specific problem, GSFC will submit the ECS trouble ticket.  
ACTIONS:  

1) ECHO Development will send GSFC (Linnette Quick) a sample XML file showing what information should be on the header. 
Robin or Beth can enter trouble tickets.
    2) Determine how ECHO Ops (and ECHO Dev) can submit ECHO-related ECS trouble tickets to the ECS trouble ticket system.   Note that Robin Pfister and/or Beth Weinstein of ESDIS can also submit trouble tickets.
Based on this situation, a recommendation was made to try to bring the BMGT and ECHO formats together.
Metadata Ingest 

Operations is working with LPDAAC browse.   ASTER 1b browse has been completely sent from LP.  Aster 1b browse (112,000 browse files and binaries) will now be staged and ingest will begin.  Once browse is completed, attention will be turned back to granules.  

GSFC ingest issues include invalid spatial areas, file naming convention problem- overwrite on upload

ECHO Operations will be publishing a schedule for providers/collections ingest.

Technical Issues:

1) ACL Bug:   Described in separate email sent to ECS providers.   Fix will be 5.0.1
2) Suggested client usage of query:   Recommended that clients use the “Present” transaction after a query is performed in order to increase performance.
3) Data pool updates:    Related to the BulkURL issue above.   
ACTION:   ECHO Development will send out list of 5.0.1 changes to the mail list before 5.0.1 becomes operational.
