BMGT

ECS reported merging of  2 NCRS to baseline this week.  They should be delivered with the next release:
ECSed39029:   LRC BMGT MOPITT Echo Ingest Error.

ECSed38636:   BMGT Collection Info Inaccurate--not reporting correct Contact Info.

When will DAACs implement this BMGT patch?    At least 1 month after delivery

ACTION:   ECS needs to send the proposed BMGT DTD change to ECHO dev for testing to evaluate if there is any impact on ECHO.  (Per earlier agreements).  Mark Nestler to contact ECS.

Sychronization of DTD changes:   If a provider-specific DTD change is implemented, do all provider DTDs have to be in synch?     No -   ECHO treats each provider separately

NCR 38487  Collection NCR:   This fix is for collections, but ECHO ops is seeing a similar problem for granules.   A trouble ticket has been submitted for the granule problems

LARC noted that they are seeing an out-of-memory error

GSFC noted that they encountered an out-of-memory error “a while back”.  LARC should verify if they are using a different version of BMGT

ECHO Ops noted that the validation of BulkURL output is failing.   Ops will continue to investigate to understand this situation better.
ECHO Operations

Beginning to look at setting up ASF as a data provider

Also looking at setting up the Stennis science data purchase program as a provider

ECHO Development:  Reconciliation Tool performance

· Software changes have been made in the operational system to improve performance of queries using dataset ID and temporal constraints.

· Operations group benchmarking of query performance is showing good database response

· CRT still experiencing performance problems

· Perhaps the size of the “chunks” the CRT uses is having an impact.   

· Also, it was noticed that the time it takes ECHO to “present” the results is showing some slow performance

· LP DAAC is now tracking “present” times, and they are seeing some spikes in the timings

Other Items

Requirements for ECHO 7.0:    All DAACs are asked to prioritize their needs for ECHO and the 7.0 release.      ECHO Ops will provide a spreadsheet for organizing the requirements.

Multiple instances of ingest:   NSIDC asked if ECHO was going to move toward multiple/parallel  processing of ingest as a replacement for the current sequential way it is done currently.

Answer:   Yes, when ECHO receives its next hardware delivery (currently  “on order”), the additional CPUs will allow us to implement multiple ingest.    This function will have to be scheduled in a particular ECHO release, however.
