BMGT Issues

As per ECS, the following NCR's are merged to baseline this week

ECSed37818    Slow export of deleted granules 
ECSed38837   BMGT output does not conform to DTD for MODPT1K
ECSed38890    StartCron failing with java error .

The BMGT developers were not sure when these changes are going to be delivered to the DAACs

BulkURL Utility   (question from GSFC):  The BulkURL utility inserts non-ECS datatypes (e.g. data not in the science data server) into the data pool.   Can the BulkURL utility handle linkages?

After this question, it was noted that there are a number of issues with the BulkURL utility, and those issues need to be documented.  Mike Mornahan was requested to send the above question to Jackie Kendall, and Jackie will begin to collect and create a list of issues.

ECHO Operations

ECHO Version 5.0:   Version 5.0 was terminated as planned last Friday, 1/9

ECHO Status (ECHO Scout)

ECHO Scout was updated with LP DAAC-recommended changes (see minutes of 1/8 telecon for description) and re-deployed on 1/14.

Poor ECHO Query Performance

· Benchmarking of catalogue search transactions was begun:   Searches were identified and are being run to baseline current query performance.

· Inputs from queries from SNOWI (NSIDC client) and LP DAAC information on executing the reconciliation tool (as per Tammy Rockvam) have been added to the benchmarks

· ECHO Ops will run benchmark tests automatically and regularly for 3 active ECS data providers

· It was noted that the reconciliation tool (CRT) searches against granule acquisition time

Ingest Summary Report Error Messages

As per the input from LP DAAC,  some of the listed error messages are not clear.

“Error Ingest Halted” and “Validation Failed” were mentioned in particular

Error Ingest Halted could represent a number of possible situations.  For example, there are times when ECHO Operations needs to halt processing.

Validation Failed scenarios could be because the input data failed validation, but there could be other possibilities too, such as a job starting but nothing is processed.

ECHO Ops will modify these messages for increased clarity, the labels used in the Ingest Summary Report will be changed, and the capability to provide additional comments to the report will be added.

Forward Processing Requirements

Need feedback from DAACs on their current and projected forward processing requirements

· GSFC gave approval for the GSFC numbers in the ECHO ingest report

· Aura ingest projections?   This seems to be a big unknown now.  How much Aura data will be coming?

ECHO Operations Workshop

Week of April 26 continues to be OK.

ECHO Development issues

Poor ECHO Query Performance

ECHO Development is working with ECHO Operations to address the observed search performance degradations.    Development is examining current Oracle database configuration settings, and is looking at software approaches to optimizing temporal and spatial queries.

ECHO 6.0

A data model review item being implemented in 6.0 is the support for a granule’s center lat and lon.    All providers (LP, GSFC, LARC, NSIDC, and ASF)  answered that the fields should be “optional”.     ECHO 6.0 will implement this recommendation.

ECHO 7.0

The requirements analysis phase for ECHO 7.0 will begin in March.   

· ECHO Ops (Jackie Kendall) has an account on DDTS.  DAACs should enter their potential 7.0 issues into DDTS

· ECHO Ops will synchronize DDTS inputs with the ECHO issue tracking database

· Non-ECS providers can submit their issues via email to ECHO Operations

· EDG-E requirements should also be submitted

** Providers should have their potential 7.0 inputs submitted by March 1.  In addition, we request that you prioritize your issues, including issues that have already been submitted to DDTS. 

Other Technical Issues

“Preferred Collections” and “Data Maturity Flag”

NOTE:  It is not final that this flag will be used in ECHO

Questions from the DAACs (e.g. Where will this flag come from? Who will populate it? Etc) made it clear that this issue needs much more discussion.    It was strongly recommended that these discussions be held when ESDIS representatives (e.g Rich Ullman, ESDIS Data Architect) are in attendance on the telecon.
