BMGT:

Question:   How will BMGT  let ECHO know how to do collection spatial searches, e.g. how will granules be marked with the appropriate Cartesian or geodetic settings?

ECHO Operations has been adding the needed information by hand,  but Operations is not planning “long term” support for editing the files.

Need a mechanism for the DAACs to tell BMGT how to mark files with spatial info.

Can be done by a BMGT lookup table that the DAAC maintains, or a change in ECS and have BMGT export it.

Workaround offered: BMGT could fill in geodetic, and ops could change the ones that need to be changed.

ECS (Sri) will investigate and report back to the telecom.

System Performance and CRT
It was noted that while Kevin Morgan at LP DAAC was seeing stable performance using CRT,  Karla Sprenger at LP DAAC was seeing poor performance.    The difference is that Kevin is running CRT on 26K granules in a “pristine” environment, while Karla is running CRT against large collections (400K granules).
Karla will run CRT over a weekend when system activity is much less, and note how this scenario impacts CRT.

ECHO 7.0 Requirements Discussion 
Focus on Data Management Requirements this week.

In addition to the issues distributed by ECHO Ops,  other issues discussed were:

NCR38628: Search by provider insert date, provider update date or acquisition date ( This is actually a catalogue issue and will be discussed again next week)

NCR38622: PUMP- refresh button to update screens or automated refresh

NCR38623: PUMP Load faster

NCR38625: PUMP admin functions hidden from non-admin users

38617: Ability to change the text for the restrictions

38615: Ability to control which PSAs are searchable through ECHO

Ability to pull up a report of what permissions are given to a group… (filter rules by groups)

Ability to edit the rules- you currently have to delete and re-create—possibility of update function in API, or client changes

Ability to change group names after rules are created

Deletions of collections does not delete rules

What about when groups are deleted?

ECHO Ops will update the spreadsheet of 7.0 requirements with the results of the discussion.
