BMGT: 

LPDAAC:   Tried to run historical and daily runs and they failed.  Failed on browse.  BMGT browse cannot run concurrently (as told to GSFC by ECS).    GSFC  had written a trouble ticket, and the response was that browse could not be done concurrently.   LP will submit another trouble ticket.
GSFC has two trouble tickets:

1) vertical spatial domain is not working properly.    
2) Problems with AIRS summary browse.  
Both should have been fixed in 6a08.  ECS responded that there will be a TE patch for vertical spatial domain will go out this week.    The AIRS summary browse problem is believed to be caused by the ParentGranuleCollectionName not being present in  the .met file.  

Operations Status
Moving ahead with getting historical data from LPDAAC.  First will be Aster L1B data.  USGS data – ingested 2 collections and 300,000 granules for testing.  
Some data coming from NSIDC.  Interested in testing data from data pool.
GSFC ingest continuing on a regular basis.

LARC:   Will start working with Ops group on prioritizing LARC ingest.

Question of reconciling browse—ECHO’s inspect functions do not return browse information.

Metadata Reconciliation

LPDAAC reconciliation code working via unit tests.  Waiting for data (limited access to collections in ECHO).    No browse available yet, but after ASTER 1B is ingested, some browse will be available.

LP will send code info to NSIDC and LARC.

Could LARC use the software on the test ECHO system?  Probably

ECHO Development
Release 5.0.1:  In external test.  Delivered earlier this week.  IV&V group is allocating 2 weeks for the test.  Looking at late October, early November timeframe for patch release on operational system.

Release 5.5:  Development complete, roadblock with COTS problem overcome.  In internal test mode now.  Anticipating 3 weeks or so for internal test before transferring system to IV&V.   Anticipating an approximate timeframe of the end of February for making 5.5 operational.

EDG-E

Final build of version 1.3 was completed.   System has all standard EDG functionality, e..g. search and order, browse, granule attributes, etc.   
Will spend another week doing internal testing, then we will release a URL that can be accessed by DAACs.  The first instance will point at the operational system.  There is the option of putting out one for other instances like the test system.  The DAACs would like an EDG-E that works with the test system.  
EDG-E is a mirror of EDG 3.6.    Use of EDG-E 1.3 should be by a limited group of DAAC staff.   We are not looking for usability enhancement requests here, but rather feedback on how does it work with ECHO.
