Data Hiding:  ECS/BMGT
LARC noted that they have seen granules with the DFA flag = Y are exported by BMGT to ECHO if the effective date is blank.   This seems to contradict earlier descriptions of the DFA flag function and BMGT.

Evelyn Nakamura of ECS suspects that there is some difference between logical and physical deletes.
Logical delete:  metadata still in catalogue, but granules can’t be ordered

Physical delete:  metadata completely removed

A “logical delete” could be occurring.  Evelyn will confirm what is happening.

EDG-E Requirements
Display of hidden data:  LARC and EDC stated that restricted granules should not be shown to unauthorized users.    ASF stated that they would want to have these restricted granules displayed;   ACL use would meet their requirement
Media Guidance: Currently, EDG restricts how users order data on media.  For instance, very large single granules could not be put onto single types of smaller media.  EDC is using this, and NSIDC is providing the required information in the search results.

Is this still a desirable feature by the DAACS?    EDC -Yes   LARC –Yes    NSIDC pointed out that order manager now has some new functions that help deal with this problem so that an operator can change the media, 

Quality Disclaimers:  For ordering of ECS data, you need to accept quality disclaimers before you put them in the shopping cart.  This function is already supported in ECHO, but BMGT needs to fill in the appropriate information.  A link and a “comment” should be provided.   The client will display the comment, and the link takes user to the full disclaimer.
Disclaimers can also be provided as “inline” text.  

NSIDC: All disclaimers are currently inline.  IceSat SIPS want their disclaimers shown inline instead of via a link.
The data pool web interface does not display any disclaimers.  Evelyn Nakamura will re-examine the interface to verify.

ECS is going to make aster on demand a different link for each product.

Final ECHO 7.0 Requirements Discussion

Inspect Dataset Augmentation:  Langley and NSIDC are in favor of all fields for inspect; LP doesn’t need all.

Metadata update:   Voted for all fields to be included.
Desire to have option updates through both API and ingest.

Pri. #15  (Link granules in one collection to granules in another collection):  Doesn’t matter to NSIDC;  LARC could delay 15;  LP would like it to stay
In light of the ESDIS mandate that ECHO 7.0 fully support of EDG-E,  three current ETC items needed to be removed from the top 20.  Those items downgraded are:

11:  Create additional ECHO user roles

16:  Limit number of results to return

20:  Single transaction order placement
