BMGT :

ECHO Dev discussed need for BMGT change to address spatial area for an entire Earth.  ECHO Dev will provide more detail of this need to BMGT developers.
6a08 is going out today.  GSFC has the tarball.   LPDAAC has installed it.  LP DAAC having a problem with the GROUPID PSA not being persisted in the database, so it can’t be used to fire off a subscription.

ECHO Operations
Finished end to end testing of 5.0 operational system.  Successfully queried for MODIS data from GSFC-ECS.  Successfully placed orders.   Notification email of ECHO 5.0 becoming operational was sent.
Ingest: Beginning with the GSFC DAAC.  Daily updates for several collections including some atmospheric levels 2 and 3 from daily
Got the historical ingest for LaRC.  There are about 2.98 million granules- 331 collections.  

Expecting LPDAAC to start ingest of historical data soon- have picked one collection.

There is a desire to use the EDG-E client for providers to look at their granules.  EDGe should be available at the end of this month.    

Client providers are encouraged to become comfortable working with the test system.  Documentation for test systems and for ACLs/Pump is being developed.
5.0 Test system:  Connect to Beamish:4800  

What data is on beamish?  (NSIDC question)
Ops will work with NSIDC (Ross Swick) to move some needed data into the test area.  

What about collections?  Do they need to be re-sent with historical data?  

When data is wiped out, the collections are deleted.  Collections need to be re-sent.
