BMGT Issues

New TE for patch delivered last week will go out tomorrow (Dec 19th).   This TE mostly  has the fixes for the NCR's that came up during the new capabilities we added to BMGT with the command line options.  There was a  problem with renaming the Granule XML file  to the name provided as a parameter for the list the list of granules.  Listed below are the NCR's that have been fixed in this TE

38890: StartCron failing with java error

38856: BMGT -F command line option

38855: BMGT command line -F without absolute path

38849: BMGTStart Dpes not create PDR files for -F option

38854: command line option -A value N without -L Y

BulkURL utility issues (support of data pool ingest) to be submitted to the ticket system (ECHO Ops) 
Concurrent browse capability was released with the last patch.  (Run BMGT multiple times simultaneously, e.g. daily ingest + historical)
ECHO Operations
5.0.1 released to operations:

To access 5.0.1, point to  api.v501.echo.eos.nasa.gov.     api.echo will continue to point to 5.0 for a short time.  The switchover of api.echo to version 5.01 will be initiated on Tuesday, Dec. 23rd at 10AM.   5.0 will stay up until the first full week in January.    ECHO Operations will send out a separate email to the telecon mail list describing the transition.   

Access beamish.gsfc.nasa.gov:5000 for the test system.

PUMP:

JRE 1.4 or greater is needed for using PUMP.

When accessing PUMP for download, you will get a warning message that can be ignored.   This message is a result of the signed security certificate being used now with PUMP. 
The quarterly ingest report is being prepared.  

The ingest schedule for the rest of December will be put on the Web site.  We are trying to put forward processing in on the same day they are received.  NSIDC is particularly interested in this.  Trying to leave a window of time from historical ingest to run ingest for that day’s data.   What is a good time to do this processing?
Have been running ECHO “Scout” for a few weeks.  We are going to distribute to a larger group.  Scout will email group echo-status@killians.gsfc.nasa.gov when a threshold has been met.  If operational system has been down for 30 minutes, notice will be sent to this list.  Notice will be sent to this list if the development machine has been down for 1 hour.     Notify ECHO Operations to be placed on the echo-status mail list.
Received comments from GSFC on the draft ECHO Operations Agreement.    Providers are reminded to get their inputs to Beth Weinstein.
Week of April 19th is the target date for the operations workshop.

ECHO Development issues

Some changes being developed for ECHO 6.0 may affect clients:
Path/Row search removal.

And/Or capability for platform, instrument, sensor.

And/Or capability for searching additional attributes.

Renaming PSA to additional attribute.

Local granule ID renamed to Producer Granule ID
Adding the changes above could “break” clients until the clients adapt.   But if the changes are made backward compatible, then the complexity of the API would be increased.   

ACTION:  ECHO Development will send out a description of these changes, and will solicit feedback from client developers about whether these changes should be made backward compatible.

Other technical issues

LP DAAC mentioned that many of their customers would be impacted (negatively) by the use of the ISO 3-letter code for country.    It is requested that ECHO use the full country name.     This will be included in the 6.0 release.
