ECHO Technical Discussion   10/23/2003
Action Item Review:

1- ECHO Development will send GSFC (Linnette Quick) a sample XML file showing what information BulkURL utility should output on the XML file header. –  Completed.   Trouble ticket has been submitted by Linnette.

2- Send out summary description of changes in ECHO 5.0.1 before it becomes operational.    Completed.

Note:  5.0.1 description did not include the data management service fix that addressed hidden granules being visible depending on the size/value of the iterator.   This fix was made in 5.0.1. 
BMGT Issues

LPDAAC is tracking a local trouble ticket where their output rate is lower than they are expecting—it is running at around 6000 per hour, and historically had seen (NCR 38552) 15K-20K range.  

EDG-E 1.3

Two URLs were distributed to a limited group at all ECS DAACs.   One instance of EDG-E 1.3 points to the operational ECHO system , and a second instance points to the client testbed system.
When using EDG-3 1.3:

· This is a system still under development.  We are seeking feedback on how it works with ECHO.  
· System can be used to look at your granules in the system.  
· If your data is hidden, then you must log in.  
· Hidden collections do not currently work the way they will when EDG-E is operational.   Interface valids are a snapshot from 10 days ago.  We are going to start a regular refresh of the valids snapshot.  
We have found a problem with the indices in ECHO database that cause poor performance in the case where a dataset and a spatial constraint are the only two query parameters.   This scenario results in a search query that times out ECHO.    There will be a CCB on Monday to address updating the indices.

Miscellaneous
GSFC is doing historical browse loads, and a number of issues have been encountered.    Browse is generating a great deal of output that must be distributed.  Are other DAACs seeing this?  LPDAAC set up a single thread just for this.    GSFC will talk with Tammy Rockvam at LP DAAC to see how she metered DDIST impact.  
LPDAAC sent out the first version of Data Inventory Reconciliation Tool (DIRT).  

LP staff has been running the tool.  Using a chunk size of 1000—it has been timing out some nights.  There may be need for another query item.
The DAACs would like to use the ECS trouble ticket system so that all of their trouble tickets are in one place.  ESDIS does not desire this.  This needs to be discussed further.
