Discussion results:

10: No reaction

11 & 12: These are useful.

13: Sounds useful but not a must-have- sounds like a 6.0 candidate.

14:  Another way to reduce the # of rules.  Again, useful but not crucial.

15: Needs further discussion.   Varied comments:  If PSA is low quality, why have it?  Do all PSAs need to be in even if they aren’t “useful”?  Seems to be an enterprise-level issue.
16: Already exists via API.  A program needs to be written.

17: No comment.

18:  LP DAAC has had better experience using full country name.  How does UPS and Fed Ex handle this?

19:  No discussion.  This is LP DAAC-specific.

Search by collection short name:  
Look at 5.5 for collection short name search.

Consider ACL rules minimization for 6.0.

ECHO Workshop and Training
