Transition to Operations began.   Will complete transition activities by end of week. Operational system will come down tomorrow (Friday).  Oracle upgrade will occur tomorrow as well.    5.0.1 should be available operationally early to mid next week (week of December 8).   Email notification of operational status will be sent.
ECHO 5.5

ECHO Development has one more issue to verify before  5.5. is turned over to External Testing.   External testing should take about 2 months.

Ross Swick noted that NSIDC could create additional granules for use in external testing of backtrack.  

ECHO 6.0

Plan is development to finish at end of month.  Internal test to begin in January.  

ECHO Operations
Continued historical load from LPDAAC – MOD11A, MOD11B, MOD14—About 1.1 million granules.  MOD09 data is next.  Ingest rates go from 7800 to 10000 per hour before, MOD11 went a little slower.

NSIDC running metadata reconciliation tool has seen some performance issues.  It was taking more than an hour, and now more than 2 hours.   ECHO Ops will examine weblogic  logs to determine what is going on.  Perhaps NSIDC’s reconciliation tool needs tuning.
A draft operations agreement was sent to the 4 ECS DAAC managers.   Awaiting feedback.
Quarterly ingest reports- are in process- will be available around December 15. 

EDG-E

Will be starting up the next round (1.4) in January.  Another interim release in early spring.

· Everyone should identify the weeks in April that would not be good (schedule-wise) to have a workshop.    High school spring break is an impact.
Question from LP DAAC (Tammy Rockvam) on why ECHO Ops can't just use the BMGT DTD reference that comes with the BMGT files using the reference DTD:

Answer:   ECHO takes a defensive stance and validates against the DTD that we are expecting rather than the one we are told.  This should make it such that a data provider can't make changes to the ingest format without us being aware-- generally they need to match our format, but the proxy makes this more variable.  The OPS team has the responsibility of making sure that updates to provider's DTDs are okay, and then reflected in ECHO ingest.
