ECHO 5.0.1 Changes/Corrections/New Functions
Correct Ingest input processing of polygon information

This correction addresses a bug in the ECHO ingest processing where pointers for polygon spatial data input are put in the wrong order.  This caused ingest failures and collections to be unavailable for searching.     Ingest processing was corrected to place the polygon pointers in the correct order.
Add detail to metadata update error report
The email message sent out when an error is encountered during metadata update was augmented to include information describing what the error is, rather than simply stating that an error had occurred.
Simple, configurable ingest proxy
Add an XSLT transformation script into the ingest process on a per provider basis.  The script acts as a mapping layer to allow ingest of collections or granules whose native format does not match the ECHO format
Change ingest data integrity control  
As per directed by ESDIS,  granules that do not have corresponding collections already in the ECHO database will not be ingested into ECHO.    Also, all collections and/or granules with invalid spatial data will not be ingested into ECHO.
When any of the above situations are encountered,  the affected data provider will be notified via the ingest summary report.
Change word "ERROR" to "ALERT" in the subject line of the ingest summary report email
When collections and/or granules are not ingested for whatever reason,  the ingest summary report email will show an “Alert” rather than an “Error”.   The “Alert” subject line is more indicative of the situation;  it was noted that “Error” could cause confusion.
<PSADefinition> removed from granule metadata ingest DTD
Done because ECHO no longer supports PSA definition input at the granule level.

Add additional user preferences
There are user preferences for default contact, billing and shipping addresses.  These preferences can be read and set by a client and are intended to give the address id from the User Account Service.   Add an equivalent set of preferences for phone numbers and emails.  Note that  ECHO does not actually act on these settings -  they are provided for a client to interact with independently.

Fix metadata update 

The metadata update function was not working because of multiple problems.   Corrections were made so that this function now works
Increase Access Control List functionality

Users can create temporal conditions according to insert date, production date, and acquisition date range.   NOTE:  Access control for “time”, e.g. insert time, production time, acquisition time,  is addressed in ECHO 5.5.
