BMGT Updates/Issues
ECHO Operations  has come across a Bulk URL output problem. 
GSFC:  Got a preview of release 7.  One of the things you can do is move collections from one group to another.  
ECHO Operations Update/Issues

ECHO Version 5.0.1 is undergoing acceptance testing.    
Ingest Update:   We are current on NSIDC files.  Processed the failed LPDAAC update/delete file.  Now working on catching up on backlog of GSFC processing.  

Will be updating the web site with new information.  
The new version of Pump requires Java 1.4 for Webstart functionality.

NSIDC question (Doug Fowler):  “Does or will ECHO ever do simultaneous ingest?”

ECHO Ops answer:   We have 3-4 very active providers all sending at the same time.  This is not being allowed to go directly into ingest.  Historical load has been metered out over the last month.  Can only ingest one provider at a time currently.  Trying to schedule it to the best of our ability.  The order is currently based on a list that acts as a queue.  

Keith Wichmann noted that ECHO’s  use of RAC cluster will give us more CPUs to work with, and we will test parallel ingest.
GSFC (Lou Fenichel): When is the ECHO dump file generated?  Do we need to specifically spell out when it will run?  
Answer:   ECHO Ops will set it up to run as a CRON job on Tuesdays at 10:00 AM.  It takes about a half hour to run.

NSIDC (Doug Fowler): Have their been any dates for when historical population data generation will be completed by DAACs? 
Answer:  LPDAAC has a plan for sending it all.  There is a backlog of GSFC data to work through.  Can not  generate a good estimate for GSFC at this time.   LaRC historical ingest went quickly on the development system, so it should go easily on the operational system.   Overall, ECHO Operations continues to hold to the May/June timeframe for completing historical ingest.

GSFC (Lou Fenichel): An aggressive campaign of deleting collection3 here.  Will need to figure out impact.  Curious if there is a way to delete them right in Oracle.  Need a capability to do deletes and bulk updates in a more timely fashion.
