BMGT: 

Still testing prototype for granule id list

Fixed pricing – will go into baseline on Monday.

Is there a writeup on the file naming convention?

Is there a naming convention on the delete granule file?  There is no naming convention for ECHO—the delete instruction is embedded in the XML and not required to be indicated in the filename.

GSFC:  Has anyone tested the throughput of browse for BMGT?  It seems to take a long time and generate a lot of files?

LP DAAC reported that their browse runs a lot faster than it does for granules.

ECS-PVC did some testing – could get performance numbers.

Lou Fenichel (GSFC)  will try to get numbers characterizing the slowness and share them to see if others are having an issue.

Transition to operational 5.0

Completing end to end readiness testing.

Working on database updates.

Development Activities

5.0.1: Targeting early October as a goal for having patch out operationally.  Patch includes 2 access control list items, upgrade to 9.2.0.3 Oracle, change in ingest process to reject granules with bad spatial data or non-existent collection (in ECHO).  ECHO dev. Group will send out a short description of all items in the patch.

5.5: We are struggling with a COTS product issue.  We are working with a consultant to resolve the issue.   Once COTS issue is resolved, then we will be able to move into internal testing of the 5.5 system.  

Dev group has started to take a high-level look at some of the items slated for 6.0 in the meantime.

EDGe:  Final build of the 1.3 system is targeted for end of September.   An interim 1.3 build has been completed.   1.3 includes  searching for extended attributes, improved error handling, Local granule id search,  logging into ECHO, retrieval and display of  browse, display of granule coverage time.    Looks and feels like EDG 3.5 (the current operational version working with ECS).  

Note:  NSIDC would like to get rid of their V0 server and is looking for a way to transition V0 data to ECHO and have it be available through EDGe.

Miscellaneous Discussion issues

Desire to have metadata update functionality for all fields soon.

There are other items that are more important now as well. Consequently,  a re-visit of current ECHO 6.0 requirements could be in order.    We will discuss during the first telecon in October if there are such critical items that need to replace any existing 6.0 requirements.

Gary Lake (GSFC)  asked about the availability of  an ICD between ECHO and the DAACs?    Robin Pfister noted that there were discussions some time ago about starting such an ICD, but it never got started.  Glen Iona, Tom Weber and Robin discussed the need for an operations agreement among each DAAC and ECHO.   They do not currently exist.  

Training sessions during first week of November at GSFC will focus on client/provider training.

Workshop:  Will be scheduled after the training sessions.   Workshop is expected to be  highly focused on specific operations-related topics.     Please send Mark Nestler your ideas for workshop topics.
