Weekly BMGT Status Update

Three outstanding issues

1.  Packaging options
 – a version addressing this has been sent to NSIDC. The DTD also reflects this version.  This fix will be included in the next patch so that all DAACs can pick it up.
-  For testing of this fix,  the External Test group can ftp the appropriate file to the test area.  NSIDC should contact the external test group.  The ECHO development group also desires a copy of the test file.
2. GSFC Slowdown
 – fixes described under 3. below helped address this problem, but also some other minor fixes were made to address the hangs GSFC was seeing. 
-  GSFC is maxing at 8300 granules/hour, while NSIDC is getting 10000, and EDC is seeing around 8000.  
- General opinion among the DAACs that BMGT must process more and faster than it is doing now.
3. LP DAAC Missing Granules
 – fixed using hotspot JVM, but then had to remove JVM due to runtime problems 
· two thoughts of how to address this situation

· upgrade to the most recent version of JVM- that did not work – Heard that there was an SGI OS patch that addressed the issues and that seems to address memory and missing granule problems – upgrade was to 6.5.17 
· run the BMGT on  a Sun which would bypass the SGI problems – Use the data pool host?   No, that machine is overloaded     Chris Lynnes asked if it could run on any Sun and questioned if the machine running the subsetter could be used?  Guy Swope stated that BMGT would impose a heavy load;  Guy will check to see if that machine will work.  
· Guy will send out rollout date once the solution is determined.  

Test Mode Discussion:   Use of TS1, TS2 and Ops Modes
DAACs have 3 modes: Ops where test is never done (mostly), TS1 and TS2.  TS1 is kept as a mirror of OPS in terms of its software baseline and is used for testing PGE deliveries from science teams.  TS2 is used for testing new ECS deliveries.  Sometimes they have to swap.  Want to have a routine end to end test and need to have the metadata match the data in ECHO.  Looking for one Ops ECHO, one TS1 ECHO and one TS2 ECHO with no duplication for each DAAC.  Less than 5% granules are in the TS modes.  Test mode needs to be up 8X5, mostly.  
Issue:  Clients under development should be sending test orders only to test providers.  Test orders should not be sent to provider’s operational systems.
Miscellaneous Topics
GSFC wants to have a summer intern develop a perl version of BMGT

DAACs have no strong preference as to web-based vs Java clients.  There are some “emotional” opinions against Java however.  Chris Lynnes noted that 508 compliance applies to deployed Java applications too, not only to web-based GUIs.
A recent email asked DAAC managers about the potential for doing away with “guest” access.   Julie Soja expressed the strong opinion that guest access should stay for fear of losing casual users.    Robin Pfister noted that DAAC manager response was “keep guest”.  Thus, guest access will not go away.
GSFC is eager to try some full metadata reconciliations.   They were able to run a dump of entire ops database in 4 hours.  

Actions

Action: ECHO will come up with a plan to address test systems.  Currently thinking that 2 test systems will work.

Action:  ECHO Ops team will do a dump of  GranuleUR and ProviderLastUpdate.
