DAAC Status/Issues
   LARC question:  How does ECHO handle Quality Summaries?

Answer: Handled via URLs.   The ECHO Data Model supports URLs provided by ECHO Partners to the Client.   Does BMGT export a Quality Summary URL?    Yes, Guy Swope noted that  disclaimer is exported under the “document” group.

LARC had a concern that client providers won’t use the quality summary even if it is available via ECHO.   Robin Pfister stated that the client sanctioning process could be applied here (although it couldn’t “force” a client to use the quality summaries).
LPDAAC question:  Status of proposal for tools for metadata reconciliation.

They will not start historical data runs until old/bad data is purged.  It is TBD when this will take place.    GSFC agreed with this approach.
With respect to BMGT problems.  Guy stated he had sent out email stating fix to command line parameters for granules that may be dropped or missing.  He will investigate further the problem incurred during long runs of BMG (9-10 hrs or more whereby a restricted number of granules are returned (e.g., 80,000).  ECS will make code change to resolve this.

Metadata Information Study:

Bob Harberts, Zhong Feng, and Muhammad Rabi introduced the study, its purpose and scope.  They will send out slides that give an overall view of the concept and how it can be applied to ECHO.
