ECHO ETC Meeting  Minutes       4/3/03
Status
Had ECHO 5.5 design review last week.
Review of Action Items from design review.

Backtrack algorithm implementation – Ross has approved, with 6 items to consider.

· Robin expressed that we want Ross to extend to handle multiple orbits

· Ross says it is just a matter of convention 

Error handling architecture – 

1. Is it possible for an error to cross domains?  ECHO will analyze.

2. What are the resulting actions of an error?  ECHO will analyze.

Dataset Inspection – 

1. Make returning the results optionally inline.  ECHO will distribute a use case with suggested approach.

2. Make date range into date/time range.  ECHO will distribute a use case with suggested approach.

Advertised Services –

1. Make ACLs work the same way as Data ACLs – Will include later – probably 6.0

2. Show mgmt approach for taxonomies.  
3. Need ability to list all services.  It will be there in 5.5.
4. Send to key service stakeholders.  ECHO will do this.

5. Document a procedure for handling mis-registered services.  ECHO dev team will work with Ops group and include as deliverable.

ECHO/EDG Status

On track for 1.2 release.  

DAACs will have access when it is available.

ECHO  Development Status

Modifying designs, some coding.

First build will be mid-month.

Continuing to external test ECHO 5.0.

New build of 5.0 will be delivered to external test Monday night, April 7.

Robin requested Langley to provide a backup with striping files to use for historical ingest.

There has been a request to have an EDG/ECHO transition plan.  What specific information should be included in that plan?  
· Want to see that science teams will have access to the same information as in hidden client appropriately

· How will the enterprise handle the transition?

Robin is going to talk about alternative clients on ECHO at DAAC managers meeting with focus on DVUI.

Greg Leptoukh is interested in what ECHO availability will be, and how they will be able to do their job (search for the hidden data) when ECHO is not available.

30 second summary of  DAAC status
LaRC – Trying to work on getting a good test of BMGT in TS1.  Conflict with reprocessing.  Trying to get people to try it.  Will check into historical data.  Trying to develop a client for the MISR data.

NSIDC – Still waiting for the fix on the extra line.  Guy Swope says it is being merged in, but doesn’t know when it will be delivered yet.  They are fixing the DTD to be a proper reference, and to be optionally included.

Keith Wichmann reported ORNL will have Mercury operational in about a week.  

LPDAAC- cutting over to EDG 3.5 this morning (April 3).  Last week took 6a07 with synergy 3.  Saw major issues with BMGT.  1. When you run BMGT over a long period of time on an ESDT, it seems to intermittently drop granules.  There may be some command line issues.  2. Seen a degraded level of performance.  Using maximum memory.  Not able to do more than 80000 granules a day.  Guy thinks there is another command line option that addresses.  Guy will go check to see that BMGT can run for 20 hours a day.  They have 2,000,000 QA updates that need to happen.  

Robin’s question for LaRC: Jeanne Behnke confirmed the backups will be discussed at meeting this afternoon.

GSFC – Waiting until 6a07 goes into OPS on 23rd of April.  Will need some other BMGT patches which are still to be delivered.  Will write some scripts to count granules.  Want to do a reconciliation against what is in ECHO.  Concerns with impact on overall performance.  Ran query against ECHO ops system and only found 12 collections.  Will tickle collections so they get exported, and try test again.  Will run some ingest and order tests with an ECHO test mode.  Want to point 3.5 at TS1 before pointing at ops.  Some offline comments…  Want command line option to just run collection export – Guy will provide.

Action:  Guy Swope will provide command line parameters for addressing issues and collection export only options.

Action:  ECHO- Check with ECHO system administrators about how to configure large disk buffer for ingest files    (Not discussed at this meeting, but is a carryover from a previous meeting and is added here to ensure follow-through)

Action:  ECHO - Follow up on EDC request for amount of time it took to ingest certain files.   (Not discussed at this meeting, but is a carryover from a previous meeting and is added here to ensure follow-through)
