Action Status

Action:  ECHO- Check with ECHO system administrators about how to configure large disk buffer for ingest files    

Status:  Open.   Keith Wichmann  is working with ECHO system administrators to identify disk space for historical data ingest.  500GB has been identified as available.  There is an issue of having to bring down the operational system to reconfigure for having one large chunk of disk, but  it is believed that we can use an alternative approach that requires more human intervention in the loop.

Action:  ECHO - Follow up on EDC request for amount of time it took to ingest certain files.   

Status:  Open.  Frank Corprew has talked to EDC personnel about possibly using fewer files for the timing verification

Action:  ECS will develop code change that will resolve limitations in number of granules returned in long runs of BMGT.

Status:  Open.   Refer to Guy Swope’s 4/17 email “BMGT Status”  sent to the etc mail list.    In particular:
“Over the course of the past week we've made a number of small changes to the BMGT to address the issue we've seen when running the BMGT for extended periods of time.  At this point in time we have been able to generate ~80K worth of granule metadata without the unusual slow-down.  However, we've only verified this once, and we plan on running more tests.  In addition, we will be testing the BMGT for _very_ long periods of time (i.e., 200K to 500K granules). “ 
Action:  Bob Harberts, Zhong Feng, and Muhammad Rabi will distribute slides describing their Metadata Information Study activity.

Status:  Closed.    Slides were distributed to the etc mail list.

New Actions
Action:   ECHO Development group to schedule a meeting with GSFC to discuss alternative historical ingest approaches.

Action: GSFC is going to get some tests run on the new BMGT to see if it runs fast enough to use for historical ingest.
