ECHO Status as of August 26, 2002

ECHO Development

Currently, the development staff is preparing a bug-fix release to address a few things found by the external test team and by internal tests.  The bugs being addressed are:

1. A problem in the Access Control Lists that would cause the restrictions of one collection to be applied to another collection in certain cases.

2. An issue where a delete request is placed in the system through ingest and it was not being honored until 5 hours later.

3. An error message for the Data Management System (ACLs) that was not clear.

4. A problem with browse ingest that prevents correct ingest of browse.

5. A problem where the subscription service was ignoring the ACLs

6. An issue where if a Catalog Item’s view is restricted, and  Present Catalog Item transaction is performed on this item the item information is still shown.

The development staff is also working with the system administrators and the operations team to coordinate the installation of the new hardware and software.
The development staff is supporting client development by ORNL-Mercury EOS, Content Based Metadata Workbench, EDG, Nepster – Code 935 and NSIDC.

The development staff has also supported the data model review and the follow-up procedures involved. The DMR issue database currently has 40 open issues and 144 issues overall. The definition of open is that there is still some question that needs to be answered externally.  The et-al team is working through the open issues and assigning appropriate actions.

Development is continuing as a background task on iteration 4.7.  We are working to incorporate a limited metadata update capability in the iteration, and are trying to make the order options honor the setting of default options.

ECHO External Test

The External Test Team completed testing of ECHO 4.5.4 on August 23.  This patch consisted of 52 Developer Issues, 9 Test Issues and  support of the Delete Granule functionality as well as other new features.  The External Test Team executed 48 tests against the 4.5.4 delivery and documented 11 issues, in the following severity levels:  3 Low, 4 Medium, 3, High, and 1 Critical  The Critical and High priority Issues were written against the DMS and subscription/ingest APIs.  These issues were confirmed by ECHO QA, submitted to Development for correction and a new patch is forthcoming that will correct  these problems.

ECHO Operations:
The Science and Operations staff  have continued to solicit metadata from the list of providers in the attached table 1. We have assigned staff to each provider, and where we can, have established contacts with Provider representatives. However, we still need help with getting contact information for some of the listed Providers that we do not currently have.

There is currently metadata ingested or being ingested from the following  Providers:  GSFC-ECS, LPDAAC-ECS, NSIDC-ECS, ORNL. It is worthy to note that GES has started sending the rest of their metadata from the BMGT.  As for LaRC-ECS, we have received the Granule metadata, and have been promised that the Collection metadata will be provided in a few days. After we receive it and speak with John Olson, we would then complete the Provider setup for them.

We are preparing a table that would indicate the Providers we have, the number of their collections, the number of granules, dates of ingest, and a list of the collections. The table will posted on our web site and subsequently be updated every month. Staff have developed a script to assist in setting up Providers. The latter helps to eliminate errors in the process as well as saves time from drudgery.  We are revising the Draft ECHO Operations Plan document based on review comments received. We hope to have the revised draft ready and sent to participants before the next scheduled teleconference.

NSIDC status:

We need to complete all initial BMGT submissions via our TS1 mode, and are working with ECHO ops to set up a separate provider to conduct this testing.  Once BMGT checks out in TS1, we can start submitting from our OPS mode.  Our TS1 mode submissions may contain some metadata for real granules, so we were concerned about access to this data, prior to its public release.  ECHO development will work with ECHO ops to utilize ECHO's access list capability, as an added measure to protect the data. I have not had a chance to review all the ECS trouble tickets against the BMGT, but I understand there are a lot, and fixes to several are on their way.
