Provider Proxy Ports

ECHO communicates with providers through two protocols: ODL and SOAP.  During the development and testing process, we use “Dummy Providers” (emulation software we have to written) to simulate the behavior of an actual ECS (ODL) or SOAP provider.  We use different dummy providers to achieve different testing and development goals.  

ODL vs SOAP

Our SOAP dummy providers currently operate on canyon.gst.com, and are thus not accessible by the operators.  We plan to move these to a GSFC system shortly.

ODL dummy providers currently operate on beamish.  They are configured via a shell script, which prompts the operator for a port number, data center id, and a yes/no response to the question “Should I generate errors?”  

Our current port numbering scheme is extremely ad hoc and should now be formalized.  We recommend that all ODL dummy provider proxies listen on ports in the 3000 – 3100 range.  This range should avoid any conflicts with any existing ECHO software.  We also feel that a best practice would be to maintain a spreadsheet of which dummy providers are listening on which port and how they are configured.  We have written a utility to list which providers are currently running as well as the port they listen on, but we do not have the capability of determining if they are or are not generating errors.
